FEATHERò is sold out!  If you didnôt sign up but want to 
try to get in this class, give me a call and Iôll add you to the 
waiting list in case of cancellations.  
ñFreedom to Featherò Supply List from Amiôs website: 
ñAt least 15 sheets of white paper 8.5" x 11" or larger 
(not waxed, no lines), compass, paper scissors, sharp 
pencils (I'll bring my favorite mechanical pencils to 
class), ruler, small (feather sized) piece of template 
material (optional), VERY THIN black felt tip marker, 
and a really LARGE eraser.ò [Note that weôll have 
these items to share at the workshop, but bring your 
own if you have them.]

The Twisted Sisters quilt 

There are still a few slots left for the Sunday January 10 
full-day workshop on Amiôs ñTWISTED SISTERSò quilt.  If 
you want to get in on this terrific class, call or email me as 
soon as you can.  Class fee for Sunday Full-Day ñTwisted 
Sistersô class is $60.   

ñTwisted Sistersò Supply List from Amiôs website: 
ñTwisted Sisters Rotary Template & Pattern (second 
edition, 2016) is required and can be purchased in 
class for a discounted price of $12.  Bring: sewing 
machine, neutral thread, rotary cutters, mat and ruler.  
Fabric can be totally scrappy, coordinated, or in 
between.  Bring equal amounts of paired lights and 
darks or paired color #1 and color #2.  Fat quarters or 
ñregularò yardage both work.  (Each pair of fat 
quarters yields three blocks; each pairing of "regular" 
yardage yields six blocks and some extra pieces.)  
Fabric for 3¼" x 3¼" block centers (color #3 or a 
repeat of #1 or #2) are also required.  Bring sashing 
fabric if desired or as safety net if your cutting/sewing 
techniques arenôt the best.  The greater variety of 
fabrics, the more fun.  Donôt haul more than 10 
pounds.  Overachievers may cut strips from each pair 
into 3½" x 22" (twist) and 5¼" x 22" (background) 
strips if working with Fat Quarters, or 3½" x 44" (twist) 
and 5¼" x 44" (background) strips if working with full-
width yardage.  (This means, of course, that you will 
be committing to a block strategy without hearing what 
I have to say on fabric combinations.  Who knows?  I 
may say something important in class!  Just a 
thought.)  Finished block size is 9İ" x 9İ".ò

I will supply a small notebook to 
each person which will travel with your fabrics throughout 
the year.  Iôm looking forward to resuming this in March. 

FABRIC EXCHANGE 2016 
Lois Erickson 

The Layer Cake exchange ï no baking, just cutting!   

We will be exchanging 10ò squares (also known as layer 
cake) size. Quilt shop quality fabric, pre-washed and 
ironed. 

1 yard of fabric should yield 12 squares 
1 ½ yards should yield 20 squares 
2 yards should yield 28 squares 

After cutting, put them in a large zip lock bag with your 
name on it. Bring it each month and separate out the 
squares on the front counter. When you go home at the 
end of the day, pick up your bag and hurry home to play 
with it. J J This year we are going to mix it up a little and 
go with themes. So bring any color of fabric or print as 
long as it has the monthôs theme. 
February:   Hearts prints (meeting date: February 6) 
March:   Landscaping (grasses, trees, browns, leaves) 
April:    Flowers 
May:    Boy prints (baby, little boy) 
June:    Girl prints (baby, little girl) 
July:    Patriotic prints 
August:  Black and white prints 
September: Paisley prints 
October:  Harvest and Autumn colors (gold, orange,  
    browns) 
November:  Dots, Polka Dots 
December: Jack Frost colors (whites, blues & light blues-

BUDGET 2016

As a former Chair of the Budget Committee, I wanted to 
add a few comments to the discussion held at the 
Decemberô meeting prior to approval of the 2016 budget.  
As Barbara Frazzetto can attest, this yearôs budget was 
challenging because ï hurray! - Ocean Waves is having a 
quilt show.  Our last show was in 2008, and it was a 
different type of show.  That means there is a lot of 
uncertainty with respect to the expense and income 
estimates.   This is the main reason that the budget as 
presented was not balanced.  If we consider the budget 
without the quilt show estimates, it balances by adding in 
a small amount of the present bank balance (use of up to 
5% of the guildôs bank balance in the budget is allowed 
per the bylaws).  That input was not shown as a line item 
and, for clarityôs sake, could have been.    

Remember that the membership voted at the June 2015 
meeting to have a quilt show again ï Quilt South Florida, 
knowing that it fulfills several objectives in our mission 
statement, and that the financial outcome is not 
guaranteed.   And, we hope it will be fun and exciting for 
all!  Fortunately, the guild still has money designated for a 
quilt show, originally set aside for Quilt Fest, which should 
cover any deficit.  And though that money is currently tied 
up in a certificate of deposit, the appropriate amount (if 
needed) could be added back to the regular checking 
account when the CD matures.

Dear NQA Members and NQA Chapters:  

As we approach 2016 and the final dissolution of The National Quilting Association, Inc., I want to share with you the 
steps taken by the Board.  

1. The Grant Committee reviewed grant applications and selected 16 grant recipients who received a total of 
$31,390.  Those funds were restricted by donors for the Grant Program. Projects covered a range of community service, 
educational efforts and preservation activities.  

2. The National Association of Certified Quilt Judges has been formed to carry on the tradition of excellence in 
professional quilt judging.  They will also be managing the Masterpiece Quilt program. Their new website is up and can be 
found at www.nacqj.com.  Many thanks to the NQA Certified Judges whose efforts established a new organization that will 
continue to offer this valuable service to quilters and quilt guilds.  

3. The Quilt Alliance has agreed to take on support of National Quilting Day.  There will soon be details on their website 
(http://www.allianceforamericanquilts.org) celebrating this global day that recognizes the special art form that is 
quilting.  Make note:  March 19, 2016!  

4. Historical records of NQA are being donated to the University of Nebraska ï Lincoln Libraries. These materials will be 
housed in the Quilt Collections of the Archives and Special Collections Department.  Once archived, they will be available 
to those interested in reviewing the materials for research and teaching purposes.  

5. We have taken the steps necessary to file for dissolution of the organization with the State of Maryland as that is where 
NQA was originally incorporated.   

Several of you have asked about obtaining a refund of dues paid prior to the decision to dissolve the organization. We 
regret that we can not make any refunds as the orderly close of NQA necessitated meeting outstanding financial 
obligations.  

Many thanks to all of those who, through the years, worked so hard to share the art of quilting with so many through 
NQAôs programs.  A special thanks to the current Board, all of whom did their very best to sustain NQA, something we 
unfortunately were unable to accomplish.  Despite that, we know that the future of quilting is in good hands ï yours.
